Thomas Jefferson was born this day in 1743 in Virginia. He was
the third president, wrote the initial draft of the
Declaration of Independence, promoted the principles of a
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Republic, and was our first Secretary of State. He was
responsible for the Louisiana Purchase which occurred on the
30th of this month in 1803 doubling the size of America
overnight.

Enlighten the people, generally, and tyranny and oppressions
of body and mind will vanish like spirits at the dawn of day.

Every citizen should be a soldier. This was the case with the
Greeks and Romans, and must be that of every free state.

I believe that banking institutions are more dangerous to our
liberties than standing armies. If the American people ever
allow private banks to control the issue of their currency,
first by inflation, then by deflation, the banks and
corporations that will grow up around [the banks] will deprive
the people of all property until their children wake-up
homeless on the continent their fathers conquered. The issuing
power should be taken from the banks and restored to the
people, to whom it properly belongs.
